Management Committee 

The management committee held their first meeting of the new term on Monday 8th March, and they will meet on the second Monday of every month for the coming year.  Denis May was co opted onto the committee and has agreed to serve as vice captain for the coming year.  A number of decisions were made at the first meeting which should be of interest to members:

In our objective to promote a sustainable club, all of the lighting in the club will be changed to energy efficient lighting over the next couple of years.  To pilot the process the lounge extension will be fitted out with energy saving lights as a pilot.  The first phase of this will be started immediately.

The new vending machine in the hall is to be commissioned immediately and we are piloting it for six months.

Junior Academy membership will be initiated immediately and this new category is now included  on  application forms. All academy members must be accompanied at all times by an adult when they are on the club premises, and membership, which allows academy members access to  coaching and to limited play and competitions, is open to all children between the ages of five and seven.   

It has been agreed to outsource the bookkeeping and payroll system on a trial basis to assist the honorary treasurer in what was proving to be a very onerous and time consuming task.  This will allow the treasurer more time to deal with more strategic financial concerns of the club in these straitened times.

Spring Championships 2010

The Spring Championships 2010 will commence on Friday night 16th April with the finals scheduled to take place on Thursday/Friday 29th/30th April, 2010.   

All matches will be scheduled and all players must be available for the duration of the tournament.

This year, there will a change in the Spring Championship format and there will be two separate competitions – Division A and Division B.

The Division A competition will be confined to the top 16 male and female players in the club based on ladder/league rankings.  There will be a draw for doubles partners.

The Division B competition will be confined to Summer/Winter league players not invited to play in Division A.  You enter the doubles with a partner. 

There will be a singles and doubles event in both Divisions. Entry fees apply in both Divisions:  €5 per person per event.

A Ladies Round Robin event for non-league players will commence on 25th March with presentations to take place on the night of the Spring Championship Finals.  Closing date is Tuesday 23rd March.
